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	Intent
	In Key Stage 2, we teach Spanish as part of our broad and balanced curriculoum offer. At Key Stage 2, our intent is to foster a love of languages and to develop pupils' linguistic skills. Alongside this, our intercultural awareness work builds a strong understanding of the cultural similarities and differences between Spain and the UK. We value curiosity and acceptance and believe that regular teaching of a language in school supports this area of character development. 
We follow the national curriculum for languages and align with its aims to ensure that all pupils:
· understand and respond to spoken and written language from a variety of authentic sources
· speak with increasing confidence, fluency and spontaneity, finding ways of communicating what they want to say, including through discussion and asking questions, and continually improving the accuracy of their pronunciation and intonation
· can write at varying length, for different purposes and audiences, using the variety of grammatical structures that they have learnt
· discover and develop an appreciation of a range of writing in the language studied.

	Curiosity: 
Our pupils are naturally curious and eager to explore new languages and cultures. 
	Confidence:
Children in Key Stage 2 are confident with pronunciation of new words and benefit from hearing native speakers to improve their own pronunciation. 
	Collaboration:
Our pupils enjoy working with partners and in groups to practise their new learning, including repeating words, reading their own compostitions and those of others.
	Cultural Awareness:
Children in Key Stage 2 are develop an awareness of different cultures and are receptive to learning about the customs and traditions associated with Spain.
	Commitment:
Our pupils understand the need to repeat their learning in languages to embed new language structures over a period of time. 
	Communication:
Through our lessons, our children develop strong levels of written and spoken communication in Spanish.

	Spanish lessons are taught regularly in Key Stage 2 classes. Our lessons are supported by Twinkl units of work, which use Spanish-speakers to provide excellent models of language. 

	
	Speaking and Listening 
	Phonics

	Our units of work involve opportunities to speak and listen in each lesson. This work is integral to learning Spanish. Our scheme allows children to listen to Spanish-speakers as part of the lesson design, but also ensourages children to listen to each other through interactive games and time for speaking practise.
Children are given opportunity to repeat and practise saying new vocabulary, building up to learning key phrases and sentences. We understand that if children are going to learn to read and write Spanish, they must have plenty of time to listen and speak the language first. We do this through choral practise, by working in pairs and through question and answer activites. 
	Having an understanding of phonics is foundational in our approach to teaching Spanish. Through our units of work, children are taught about phonemic awareness, noting where this differs in Spanish to English. As they progress through KS2, our children understand that letters and groups of letters relate to specific sounds and this supports their reading, writing and pronunciation. Phonics is taught throughout each unit,  allowing our children to embed their understanding over time. 
	Through their Spanish lessons, children see a variety of texts of different lengths, which they are supported to read and comprehend. As they grow in confidence, children write in Spanish with increasing skill and confidence. Reading and writing activities are a chance for children to apply their new vocabulary and phrases learnt, moving on from their spoken form.

	Our lessons introduce grammar topics such as nouns, verbs, adjectives, and sentence structure in an interactive way. Cloze procedure, low-stakes quizzes and fun games are used to reinforce this knowledge. Grammar rules are revisited over time and allow children to deepen their knowledge and understanding. This supports their reading and writing development and overall accuracy in written forms. 
	Each unit of Spanish in KS2 plans for our children to acquire new vocabulary. The vocabulary learnt is in relation to the topic of each unit of work and provides suitable context. Children are involved in low-stakes quizzes and games where they can retrieve, apply and retain new vocabulary. Word banks are used as part of our adaptive teaching to scaffold the learning of new vocabulary. We recognise that repetition is an important element of learning new vocabulary and our lessons provide time for this. Dual coding is beneficial for all pupils and is a feature of our lesson design. 
	Our Spanish lessons introduce children to the cultural aspects of Spain.  Through our units of work, children experience festivals, traditions, geography, landmarks, the arts and food as gateways to better understand these cultural aspects of life in Spain. 

	
	At The Mosley Academy we understand that SEND can be categorised in four main ways:
social, emotional, and mental health         cognitive and learning              communication and interacting            physical and/or sensory
We aim to understand individual barriers to learning and adapt lessons accordingly to enable SEND pupils to feel successful, as well as improve their understanding of concepts and retention of knowledge.  Teachers promote and embed the EEF ‘Five-a-day' principle.  Examples of targeted support include: the use of visual or practical resources; the use of adult support; differentiating by outcome according to the child’s needs; pre-teaching key vocabulary; providing templates to scaffold; the use of spaced repetition to improve memory; and consideration of the type of task e.g. group, partnered, individual.
