At the Mosley Academy, we follow the Graduated Approach when concerns are raised either by a parent or teacher. We know when pupils need help if: 
• Assessment, such as that completed on entry or as a result of a concern being raised, indicates a gap in knowledge and/or skills. 
• Observation of the pupil indicates that they have additional needs in one or more of the four broad areas of need: 
1. Communication and interaction 
2. Cognition and learning 
3. Social, mental and emotional health 
4. Sensory/physical 
• Whole school tracking of attainment or termly monitoring, shows a lack of expected levels of progress. 
• A pupil asks for help. 
• Concerns are raised by parents/carers, external agencies, teachers, or the pupil’s previous school, regarding a pupil’s level of progress or inclusion. 
 If the concern has been raised by the teacher, this will be discussed with parents and the SENDCo. Children will be placed on to our SEND monitoring register with short term targets and adjustments in place to support the child’s needs. In-house assessments and checklists may also be used to provide additional information and/or standardised scores. These can then be used to identify if the child has a Special Educational Need in one or more of the four broad areas of need listed above. If the child continues to make less than expected progress, and/or is diagnosed with a Special Educational need, they will be placed onto our SEND register and given an Individual Education Plan with targets to support their need. This will be reviewed with parents termly. If further support is needed, a referral to an external agency can be made with parental consent. For example, Educational Psychologist, Paediatrician, Speech and Language therapists. External agencies provide reports which outline recommendations and targets.

If a child is identified with having SEND, they will be provided with a cycle of Assess, Plan, Do, Review (APDR). Targets on the plan will be planned by the class teacher, taking into consideration pupil and parent views. Support and recommendations from the SENDCo and external agencies are also used to inform these targets. Targets are reviewed with class teacher’s, pupils and parents at the end of each term following a cycle of plan, do and review. 

For children whose needs are significant and complex and the SEN Support required to meet their needs cannot reasonably be provided from within the school’s own resources; a request will be made to the local authority to conduct an assessment of education, health and care needs. This may result in an Education, Health and Care (EHC) plan being provided. This plan will provide long term targets for the end of a Key Stage. APDR documents will still be provided for these children, ensuring the plan, do review procedure is followed, allowing for interim targets to be worked on to support the child in working towards the long-term outcomes provided on the EHCP. Where a child has been granted with an EHCP, an Annual Review will take place with parents, class teacher’s, support staff, the SENDCo, external agencies and the pupil (where appropriate due to age/need) to review progress and targets on the plan. 

All pupils will be provided with high quality teaching that is differentiated to meet the diverse needs of all learners. Pupils with a disability will be provided with reasonable adjustments (such as auxiliary aids and services) to overcome any disadvantage experienced in schools and increase their access to the taught curriculum. All pupils have individual national curriculum targets set in line with national outcomes to ensure ambition. 
Pupils’ attainments are tracked using the whole school tracking system and those failing to make expected levels of progress are identified very quickly. These pupils are then discussed in termly progress meetings that are undertaken between the class teacher and a member of the senior leadership team.
Additional action to increase the rate of progress will be then identified and recorded that will include a review of the impact of the differentiated teaching being provided to the child, and if required, provision to the teacher of additional strategies to further support the success of the pupil.

Additional funding for a pupil can be temporary through Additional Educational Needs (AEN) funding or on a longer basis with annual review through an Education Health Care Plan (EHCP).

At Graduated Response Level 1, where pupils are on our Monitoring Register, the class teacher and SENDCo decide on short term interventions, to best suit the pupils’ needs. 
At Graduated Response level 2, where pupils are placed on our SEND Register, the class teacher and SENDCo will use assessment data and observations to decide on the specific interventions, which would cater for the pupil’s needs. 
At Graduated Response 3, the school will seek further guidance from external professionals and use their advice to set targets. Standardised scores from in house assessments and reports from external agents determine whether a pupil meets the criteria for an EHCP (Graduated Response 4). Parental agreement is necessary. The SEND Assessment Team decide upon the provision required and the hours of additional support, and this is reviewed annually.

The Mosely Academy is now part of the SEND Hub which also incorporates the District Inclusion Panel, where additional advice and support can be sought. With parental consent, the case of the pupil can be put forward for a meeting where all available support in the area is represented and offers can be made by external providers, such as, Burton Albion Community.

Provision Maps are used by class teachers to record small group interventions. These provision maps are reviewed termly to assess the pupil’s progress using teacher judgement, assessment for learning and standardised scores from assessments in school. Progress will be discussed with parents are parents evening and a decision whether to move the child onto the SEND register will be made. 
As previously mentioned, cycles of APDR are monitored termly with parents and the child’s views taken into account. Parents will be informed whether the child has met their target, whether the target is ongoing or whether the target has not been met. 
EHCP’s are reviewed annually and parents are invited to the review meetings to share their views.
Parents may also find a home-school diary a useful tool to use to communicate with school staff on a more regular basis, or for occasional notes, they may use the reading record. 
Parents are encouraged to arrange an appointment to discuss their child’s progress with the class teacher, the SENCo, or a member of the senior leadership team at any time when they feel concerned or have information they feel they would like to share that could impact on their child’s success. Children will be provided with regular verbal feedback by the class teacher or support staff on their progress. Some assessments provide scores so children are able to see whether they have made progress in a particular area of learning. 
Children are able to self-assess their APDR targets. For younger children, their answers can be scribed and they are able to colour a face in to show how they are feeling about their progress for each particular target. Children are also invite to share their views and contribute to EHCP Annual Reviews.

All class teachers use formative and summative assessments to monitor the progress that is being made. Standardised scores provided by these assessments are useful in indicating incremental steps of progress made. These progress checkpoints are collated termly. 
In house assessments, such as PhAB2 which checks a child’s phonological awareness, is also used to provide specific, measurable scores which can be monitored annually. 

APDR targets are reviewed termly to decide whether targets have been achieved, whether they are ongoing to ensure application and mastery of the skill, or not achieved. 

Pupil progress meetings between the Senior Leadership Team and class teachers support the monitoring of children’s progress. Discussions with class teachers and the SENDCo are used termly to discuss progress and next steps moving forward. 

Parents and carers are invited to share their views at Parents Evenings,  review meetings and Annual Reviews. Parents are able to hold meetings at a mutually convenient time to discuss progress with the class teacher and/or SENDCo and following school reports.

For children who need additional support at behaviour and lunch times, an additional adult will attend break and lunch times to support.

· At The Mosley Academy, our TA’s are trained to deliver a scheme which supports children’s Social, Emotional and Mental Health called Positive Play. This scheme offers support for children with behaviour needs, for those who need support with social interaction, bereavement, low-self-esteem and many other SEMH needs. The programme is delivered on a weekly basis and the impact of this is measured through the use of a Boxall Profile. 

We also have a TA who is trained in delivering our HOPE programme. This scheme supports children who may have anxieties or worries. Each class has a ‘worry tin’ which is checked weekly by our HOPE TA. These children can then have a session to discuss their worries in a child friendly way. Strategies can also be implemented back into the classroom to support the child in managing this. 
· At Mosley, we also have a trained Emotional Literacy Support Assistant (ELSA) who is able to offer emotional support to children in school on a 6-week programme. The impact of the intervention is measured through teacher and parent questionnaire. 
Additionally, we have two Mental Health First Aiders, who are qualified to offer support to staff or pupils who may display mental health concerns. 
· In each class at Mosely, we have 2 ‘playground’ buddies, who are able to help children at break and lunch times.

All prescribed and non-prescribed medicines are retained in a cupboard in the School office. Prior to any medication being administered, parents must complete a medical authorisation form or confirmation by email to the school office. Any medication, such as antibiotics, will be stored in our school medical room fridge. 
In the case of a medical emergency, a member of staff will attend to the child whilst another member of staff would call the emergency services and parents. 
At Mosley, we ask that parents provide evidence of Hospital or outside organisation appointments. Although these are not allowed to be kept on record, whereabouts of the child is documented on our school attendance record. This is not recorded as an unauthorised absent, but instead a medical visit. 
Parents will lease with school about the care plan information for their GP or the Hospital, that we can then use to formulate a care plan in school. This is agreed and signed by parents and shared with staff.

The Mosley Academy has a behaviour procedure which is followed by the whole school. 
Children may have access to Social, Emotional and Mental Health interventions such as HOPE and Positive Play if needed. We try to determine the reasons for a child behaviour by working closely with parents. 
East Staffs Family Support offer support to individual pupils and their families. The SENDCo at The Mosley Academy has access to the local SEND and Inclusion Hub, where with parental consent, a child can be referred. This offers specialist support and advice on strategies to implement and support in school to promote inclusion. External support may include a child working with alternative providers such as Burton Albion Community Trust.

Our whole School Team, including, Class Teachers, TAs, the Head Teacher, SENDCo, Lunchtime Supervisors, and possibly external agents with parental consent.

Additionally, the SENDCo meets with the TA’s to discuss SEND.
